Synopsis: Approximately 15 to 20cm of light density storm snow overlies a generally well settled lower snowpack, covering a variety of previous snow surfaces. At treeline, on slopes protected from sun and wind, the storm snow rests on a 1cm thick layer of surface hoar that so far has not been very reactive to ski cuts or snowpack tests due to the low load and unconsolidated nature of the storm snow. Above treeline, on steep slopes that were temperature affected by last week's warm episode, the storm snow sits on a crust and was reactive to skier triggering this past weekend.

Generally, in areas where the storm snow remains shallow and unaffected by the wind human triggering is less likely, but in isolated areas where the recent storm snow has been wind transported or wind affected, the threat of triggering an avalanche is possible and the bond at the base of the recent snow should be assumed to be weak. 

Avalanche Activity: Several human triggered avalanches were reported from the weekend from steep north aspects size 1.0-1.5. The weaknesses involved were both the surface hoar and the crust. Pockets of isolated windslab may persist near ridgelines.

Outlook: A few flurries are possible today as a weather system passes south of the area. The long-term forecast calls for a series of weak disturbances, but no real weather makers are in the cards.

Travel Conditions: Minimal snow cover currently exists below treeline, with many rocks and hazards still visible, others not. It is possible to ski to valley bottom provided the packed trail is followed. At treeline ski penetrations are 10cm with easy traveling.
